The Public Service Commission invites applications from suitably qualified Rodriguan candidates who 
wish to be considered for enlistment as Trainee Primary School Educator in the  
Rodrigues Regional Assembly (Education) for the teaching of the following non-core subjects related to 
holistic development of pupils: 
 

(i) Health and Physical Education and Road Safety; 
(ii) The Arts; and 
(iii) Civic and Values Education 

 

Allowance: Rs 14,325 a month in a scale from Rs 14,325 to Rs 14,875 (06 028 030). 
 

Core Qualifications: 
 

(a) A Cambridge School Certificate with credit in at least five subjects including English Language, 
French and Mathematics obtained at not more than two sittings or 
 

(b) Passes not below Grade C in at least five subjects including English Language, French and 
Mathematics obtained at not more than two sittings at the General Certificate of Education 
“Ordinary Level” provided that at one of the sittings, passes have been obtained either (i) in five 
subjects including English Language with at least Grade C in any two subjects or (ii) in six 
subjects including English Language with at least Grade C in any one subject. 
           

(c) A Cambridge Higher School Certificate or Passes in at least two subjects obtained on one 
certificate at the General Certificate of Education “Advanced Level”.
